G. Registration
Registration is the process whereby students choose courses for an academic session and 
confirm this selection of courses with the Registrar’s Office. The University offers courses in 
different periods of time or sessions:

	 Academic Year		  September to April
	 Semester One		  September to December
	 Semester Two		  January to April
	 Intersession		  April to June
	 Summer Session		  July to August

Registration for the academic year (September to April) takes place in the spring for continu-
ing and returning students, and from April to August  for new first-year students. Confirma-
tion of this registration must be accomplished by arranging payment of tuition fees by the 
appropriate deadline.

Registration Procedures for Continuing and Returning Students
Before registering, you are encouraged to seek academic advice and program information 
from appropriate departments or academic advising.

1.	� Once you have selected your courses, register online using the web-based student  
access system (STU Self Service) at www.stu.ca.

2.  	� Confirm your registration by arranging payment of tuition fees by the published  
September deadline. Without this confirmation, your registration in courses will be 
cancelled. For information on academic fees and regulations for payment, see Section 
Three: University Fees.

Registration Procedures for New First-Year Students
1.  	� New first-year students beginning study in September will receive a guide to course  

selection and registration in April. This guide will explain academic requirements and 
options, and outline the services available to you. It will also contain information on how 
to register using our online course registration system, STU Self Service.

2.  	� You will be encouraged to complete your course selections online as soon as you receive 
your registration email. For questions regarding course selection, students may contact 
admissions@stu.ca. You will be able to access your course schedule online as well.

3.  	� Confirm your registration by arranging payment of tuition fees by the published Septem-
ber deadline. Without this confirmation, your registration in courses will be cancelled.
